It's been a busy summer in Tower Lakes
and we’ve accomplished a lot. Top of mind are those wonderful
tennis courts, a great 4th of July, the beautiful new Lathan’s
Landing, and the final segment of our current silt removal
project. But we are just beginning to scratch the surface of
goals for Tower Lakes’ homeowners.

As we move through the dog days of August and into the fall
season, our thinking turns to long term plans. The annual
meeting is just around the corner and our biggest challenge
will be creating a 2017 budget. The looming question is, how
do we do all we need to do — perhaps include a few great ideas
we would like to do — while keeping our life good in Tower
Lakes?

The first job is to keep diligent on past due collections. It is
our largest source of frustration and the number one financial
issue. While most of our members are diligent in keeping
current with their dues obligation and several have stepped up
to take advantage of the payment plans we offer, many remain
lackadaisical in their approach to this vitally important
responsibility.

Over the past two years, our financial team has made great
strides in catching up on and collecting past due accounts. Yet
in 2016, we find ourselves several thousand dollars short
because of delinquent dues. The outstanding balance currently
stands at $28,526 — an astoundingly, unacceptable amount. As
[ said at the 2015 annual meeting, we carry an “unacceptable,
yet manageable allowance of 10% uncollectible dues.” We are
currently $11,316 over that 10% goal ($17,210) with only
three months left in the fiscal year. We expect the payment plan
people to finish their obligations but there will continue to be a
percentage of our members with outstanding obligations. It
seems a 100% compliance is an elusive goal. That is a top
challenge facing our association as we move into FY2017.

The Fourth of July theme was “Life is Good in Tower Lakes.”
Life will only continue to be good if we all keep current with
our membership obligations. It is our dues that pay for
everything we enjoy about life Tower Lakes.

Our Budget Committee begins its work this month and the
demands on our dollars are a never ending battle, for you and
for us! If you have ideas or valuable knowledge to contribute,
please do not hesitate to email me. CLICK HERE to contact me
with your ideas.

Together we can overcome this challenge and truly
continue to personify the saying, “Life is Good in Tower Lakes.”

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Lake Silt Removal
Continues into August

Phase III of the 5 year silt removal plan is well underway. Over the past several months, the Lake Committee has secured the
necessary permits from Lake County Stormwater Management, the US Army Corp of Engineers and the Illinois EPA for the
project. In addition the site in Kelsey Woods was identified as meeting the requirements of each of the agencies and prepped
for the project, including bag placement to facilitate return water. The southeast area of the lake, near the inlet from across

Kelsey Road will be the area that will be worked on. This area was selected because

one of the key goals of the project is to remove silt where the build up is significant,
T near the inlets to the lake.

Pumping started shortly after the 4th of July activities and will continue on for the
next 6-8 weeks, 6 days a week from 8 am to 4:30 pm. The final schedule is dependent
on many variables that a project like this may encounter, including weather, normal
equipment related issues, and the available budget dollars from the Special Lake

P Assessment. During the project period US AquaVac will have their barge in the
‘ southeast area of the lake, with guide wires attached across both the south and north
e ends of the lake, where the silt removal will occur. There is also a guide wire running

across the lake, where the actual silt removal is taking place. This is needed to ensure
the process covers the entire area where silt is expected to be removed, much like
mowing the grass. During this time, there will also be hoses on the south end of the lake and the work trailer will be parked on
TLIA property near the East Side Boat Landing. While these necessary items will be as inconspicuous as possible, we wanted
all to know they will be there for the duration of the project.

During the project period, we ask that everyone, simply leave the equipment (barge, trailer, hoses, guide wires, etc) alone to
avoid any unnecessary issues. Please, be sure to make your children aware of these possible hazards. For those with boats on the
South End Landing (Edward Lane), if you have not yet done so, you may want to move them over to the landing just west of
‘Warwick Road, to have clear access to the lake during the project period.

Silt will be pumped into several large de-watering bags, which will be located in the Kelsey Road Woods. During the pumping
period, a significant amount of return water will be flowing back into the lake, so it will be best to avoid the path through the
woods at this time. Upon completion of the pumping, the bags will be left hidden in the woods, helping to minimize costs. Any
impact on the path will be remediated so it will be back to normal as soon as possible.

Thanks to all, once again for your patience and cooperation during this final phase of the project, especially those members
who are directly affected by the work.

On a hot August day in Tower Lakes, you can usually
find someone enjoying a cool breeze under one of the many trees
in the neighborhood. Tower Lakes has a wonderfully mature and
diverse tree population. It’s
such a delight wandering
through the neighborhood
enjoying and living next to
trees that are so glorious.
Mature. Secure. Colorful.
Comforting. Oaks. Pines.
Willows. Evergreens. We are
so blessed to have these
magnificent plants beside us.

When you rest under
one of the trees in Tower
Lakes, the name Mark Shircel may not immediately come to
mind, but it should. As the former president of TLIA for four
years (2003 — 2007), he made it his mission to plant new trees in
and around our neighborhood. Even before his term on the
board, he witnessed hundreds of trees dying and focused on
saving as many as he could. Through sheer determination and
volunteerism from others in the community, he accomplished his
goal of supporting the tree population. He protected the huge
elm on the beach and the massive oak that has become a
landmark for Rest Island.

Mark’s love of trees began in Sheboygan, Wisconsin
during a high school “Trees for Tomorrow” initiative. The
mission of the program encouraged resource management
through educational experiences. Mark took part and was
moved. That experience, coupled with his job as a Chick Evans
caddy at Pine Hills Golf Course, sealed his fate. “I love trees,” he
said. “I still recall the beautiful trees that lined Pine Hills. The
colors. The majesty. It was a pleasure to weed out golf balls from
the woods. Walking the course was an experience for the senses.”

So when it was time for Mark and his wife, Mary
Lenling, whom he met on a blind date at University of Wisconsin
-- Madison, to find a home in Illinois, they fell in love with Tower
Lakes. Not only did it have mature, beautiful trees, like the ones
he grew up with, but it was also a community in the midst of
“cleanup day.” “We drove into the neighborhood during the 1996
“cleanup day” and were sold. Not only was it a ‘community;” but it
was a community caring about the community,” recalls Mark.
“We saw entire families clearing and cleaning the parks. Even

small children were picking up trash or sticks to make the
common areas look better. What other place do you know of
that does that on a regular basis?” asks Mark.

Over the years, he has volunteered for the TLIA board
as a member-at-large
where he concentrated
on the parks and
grounds. Today, he sees
less and less
volunteerism. “I try to
make all the cleanup
days. I encourage others
to come and tell them
they don’t have to know
anything about
landscaping or trees; the
community sometimes
just needs bodies to drag
branches to the curb.
There’s really no skill
required,” says Mark.

Under his
leadership as TLIA
President, the “bouncy
bridge” between Rest and Play Islands was rebuilt. This year, he
and Mary led the grill team for the 4% of July celebrations and
the sand volleyball tournament. In his spare time, Mark likes to
cycle, snowshoe and travel. He and Mary have hosted eight
foreign exchange students in their home while they studied at
Barrington High School. They thought it would be great
exposure for their son Carl who is now at Alabama University
studying communication and advertising.

During the day, Mark is a Vice President of Human
Resources at Newly Weds Foods, a food ingredient company on
the northwest side of Chicago. He has travelled extensively for
work and pleasure. With Mary and Carl, they love to camp,
snorkel and scuba dive in St. Johns, US.V.I. A few years ago, they
camped and swam in the Amazon. One thing you may not know
about Mark is that he played the accordion. As Mark says,
“Everyone in Wisconsin loves the accordion!”

If he’s not out of town this year, be sure to say “thank
you” next time you see him at cleanup day. He most likely
planted the tree you'll be trimming.
